A

web-based application (named e-JanMa) has been

developed for registration of Births and Deaths in the state.

Stages of implementation

Pilot implementation in one taluk (Anekal taluk of
Bangalore Urban District) in the mid of the year 2014.

Extended to the whole of rural Karnataka in phased manned
(in three phases - last phase from 15t April’2015)

Government hospitals of urban areas also started using the
application for registration from 1%t July'15.

1t April'2018 & 2™ July’2018 onwards Bruhath Bengaluru
Mahanagara Palike (BBMP) & Other Urban Local Bodies
(ULB’s) respectively are using this application.

Presently entire state of Karnataka is using this application
for registration.

On implementation of application in the entire
state the quality assurance principals has been

adhered;

e Birth and Death registration data is a relevant information
for data users and also to implement health programmes
by central and state governments and also by NGO's.

e In ensuring accuracy and quality in registration data, the
entire registration machinery has been trained about the
application. Since major events occur in hospitals, data
will be entered by the hospital authorities and approved by
the qualified doctors, accuracy in data is ensured.

e Reports can be taken at any point of time and in any
manner, timeliness is ensured.

e Availability of data to the data users is ensured by
putting the annual report on the working of
Registration of Birth and Death Act 1969 in the
Directorate website.

e Since data is available in the Directorate website, it can
be compared with the other state data and all India data.

e Unit level data can also be given to the users when ever
requested.

» Recently RGI had directed to give deceased information to the
District Electrol office every six months this will be easy in JanMa
application when compared to manually registers.

g INTRODUCTION -

The Registration of birth and death in Karnataka is carried
out under the Registration of Birth and Death Act, 1969 &
Karnataka Registration of Birth and Death rules,1999.

Registration Units

In Rural area all Revenue Villages are notified as
Registration Units and all Primary Health Centers &
Community Health Centers are Sub-registration Centres.

e In rural area, there are 31,584 Registration and Sub-registration

Units.

In Urban area, all Urban Local Bodies are Notified as
Registration Units and all Government Hospitals in urban
area are Sub-registration Centres.

e Inurban area, there are 720 Registration and Sub-registration Units.

Updation and enhancement of the software according to
the errors occurred during the pilot implementation.

“Special features of ‘e-JanMa’

Digital Signature of the registrars/ sub-registrars have been
introduced. Once the event has been approved, registrar / sub-
registrars will digitally sign the certificate generated in the
application.

SMS will be sent to the registrars/ sub-registrars mobile
regarding the pending events for approval.

SMS will be sent to the informant’s mobile after the event is
approved.

Public can verify the status of the application in the public portal
of the ‘e-JanMa’ regarding correction and name inclusion.

The authenticity of the Birth or Death certificates can be verified
by the agencies e.g., School Authority, Passport Offices,
Insurance companies etc.,
